
THE PROGRAM
The Entrepreneurship and Innovation specialization provides a wide range of 
entrepreneurship courses to give management graduate students the knowledge 
and tools to start or work for an entrepreneurial business. In addition to the 
Entrepreneurship and Innovation specialization, students who complete three 
entrepreneurship courses also will receive an Entrepreneurial Studies Certificate.

Students must take the required management courses, as well as four 
entrepreneurship courses as electives in order to receive the entrepreneurship 
and innovation specialization. Requirements include three entrepreneurship 
electives and one capstone course from the list below.
